Sally Kaelber’s senior project consisted of a vocal recital that included works by Robert Schumann, Gabriel Fauré, Stephano Donaudy, Cole Porter, George Gershwin, and others. The varied program allowed Sally to perform many types of music in a variety of languages and demonstrated her stylistic range. 
Schumann’s romantic Waldgespräch sets to music works by the German poet Joseph Eichendorf. Fauré, considered by many to be the master of French melodie, contributed, among others, the difficult “Chanson d’ amour.” Donaudy contributed the Italian secular song “E Filli m’ha detto.” 
Very different from all of the preceding pieces were several traditional African-American spirituals that followed. To conclude the program, Sally performed songs by the celebrated American composers George Gershwin - who contributed “The Man I Love” and “Someone To Watch Over Me” - and Cole Porter, who provided us with “It’s De-lovely” and “Friendship.”
